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ABSTRACT

It increases the risk of HIV/AIDS, unintended pregnancy, unsafe abortion and psychosocial problems. It also exposes adolescents to the risks of other STIs and school dropout. 
[bookmark: _Toc15196133][bookmark: _Toc15563621][bookmark: _Toc30625495]Objective:- To assess the magnitude of premarital sexual practice and associated factors  of students in secondary and preparatory school at woreta town, south Gondar zone of Northwest Ethiopia in 2019.
Methods:- Institutional based cross-sectional study was conducted among secondary and preparatory school students. Stratified random sampling technique was used to select the sample students to take part in the study. All regular students (secondary and preparatory) who were attending class at the time of the survey in woreta town secondary and preparatory schools were divided into different strata. Data was collected using a structured, self-administered questionnaire adapted from previous studies. Data was, coded and entered into EPI- INFO version 7 and exported into SPSS version 23.0 and analyzed. Binary Logistic regression model and multivariable regression were fitted to identify factors associated with premarital sexual practice.
Results: - over all, 31.8 % (95%CI: 28.3, 35.5) reported pre-marital sexual intercourse. Significantly associated factors were: being female (AOR=7.02, 95% CI 4.13,11.91) ,grade 11,(AOR=3,95%CI,2,6) grade 12 (AOR=4.3,95%CI,2.35,8),not attending religious education(AOR=2.39,95%CI,1.44 ,4), having pocket money (AOR = 2.10,, 95% CI 1.33, 3.26), drinking alcohol(AOR=4,95%CI,2.4,6.6) ,peer pressure(AOR=5.9,95%CI,2.78,12.73),watched pornographic film(AOR=9.83,95%CI,4.6,21.02) and adolescents who did discuss sexual issue with close friends (AOR = 1.89, 95% CI 1.12, 2.94).
Conclusion: - In this study medium prevalence of premarital sexual practice has been reported.
Sex, grade level, Not attending religious education, pocket money, alcohol drinkers, watching pornography film, peer pressure and discussion sexual issues with close friend were factors that affect premarital sexual practice.

Premarital sex is defined as a  penetrative vaginal intercourse  between couples before formal marriage(1). It has become more common among young Africans in the context of HIV/AIDS epidemic(2).A number of people who are not married are also vulnerable to premarital sex as  evidenced by large number of  unintended  pregnancies (3).Age at marriage is going up in many African societies, particularly among the better-educated and urban segments of the population. At the same time, it is thought that age at menarche is declining, and that premarital adolescent sexual activity is rising(4).Youths are in a state of rapid physical and psychological change. They have been interested and push for experiencing new phenomena. On the other hand, youths are exposed to different situations like fears, worries and different desires; they feel shame to get advice and guidance from their parents and elders(5).
The changes in physical and psychological level are tremendous for majority of youth and the influence of family, culture and peer group that could state the difference between adaptive and maladaptive integration of this changes. One important challenge for adolescents is the sexual attitude and sexual behavior(6).
[bookmark: _Toc506196982][bookmark: _Toc507439855]Premarital sex or penetrative sex before marriage and its consequences on adolescent’s health has generated many concerns among policy makers, researchers and even religious leaders(7).Its consequences  include,  the  feeling  of  regret,  drug  use,  unwanted  pregnancy,  bondage,  loss  of  self  concept, corruption  of  character,  depression,  fear  of  future  commitment,  STIs,  feeling  of  guilt,  poor  academic performance, loss of family/parents support and victim of rituals(8) .What is more,  the  girls  may  drop  out  from  school  to  raise   their  children and  in  most  cases  they  become  economically  dependent  upon  their parents. The trend in sexual activity of youth at younger age is increasing in the world. In many countries the majority of young people are sexually active before age of 20 and  premarital sex is common among 15-19 years old(9).
Premarital sex and early initiation of sexual activity may extend the period  of  exposure  to  risks  of  unintended  pregnancy  and  contracting STIs  including;  HIV/AIDS  during  their  reproductive  life  span  (10).Ethiopia is one of a country where an increasing number of youth are involved in unsafe sexual practices and hence face undesired health outcomes  such  as  unplanned  pregnancy,  too  early  childbirth,  unsafe abortion and sexually transmitted disease(10).Though it is  important to identify  prevalence of  premarital  sex  and  its  associated factors to  design appropriate  strategy  to  minimize  its  effect.  The purpose of this study is therefore to assess the prevalence of premarital sex and its associated factors among students of preparatory and secondary school students in schools of Woreta town.

Some people who advocate virginity and abstinence argue that those people engaged in premarital  sexual practice may have sex with many sexual partners and may have high number of life time sexual partners(9).Individuals who start their sexual activity at a young age are more likely to report higher rates of STIs, drug and alcohol abuse, multiple sexual partners and to engage in unprotected sex(11). In most countries, sexual activity begins between ages 15 years and 19 years, with earlier onset for men and later for women. However, the trend towards later marriage has led to an increase in the prevalence of premarital sex. Sexual activity among young single people tends to be sporadic, but is more common in industrialized countries than in developing countries, and is more likely to be unprotected than among older unmarried people(12).
Adolescents are a group at high risk for exposure to acquired immunodeficiency syndrome (AIDS)(13).The magnitude of HIV/AIDS differs across the countries, with the HIV epidemic having on the face of it reached its peak in the African Region(14).  In general, STIs are on the rise in all the countries. A high prevalence of STI has been reported in the Russian Federation, e.g. a rate of 186.7 per 100 000 of the population for syphilis, and 119.8 per 100 000 of the population for gonorrhoea. The comparable rates in Romania are 31.2 and 21.8, and in Belarus 105.2 and 98.8. STIs are also prevalent in the African countries. In India the incidence of STIs is estimated at 5%(14). In sub-Saharan Africa, 70% of young women become sexually active during adolescence and more than 20% have their first child by age 18 years(12).
In 2015, the World Health Organization, USAIDS and UNFPA issued a position statement encouraging the promotion of condoms to young people, among other populations, as a critical intervention for preventing the spread of HIV, sexually transmitted infections (STIs), and unintended pregnancies(15).Schools are institutions where sufficient information and formal educations are provided to youths, premarital sexual practice among high school youths have been increased worldwide(5).Young people in rural areas are also increasingly migrating to urban centers and migration increases the risks of exploitation and sexual violence(16).Today’s adolescent and young adults constitute the largest cohort ever to enter the transition to adulthood. Evidence showed that nearly half of the global population was less than 25 years old and nearly 90% live in developing countries including Ethiopia (17). Existing evidences show that the major sexual and reproductive health problems of adolescents and youth in Ethiopia include premarital sexual practices, unintended pregnancy, unsafe abortion and its complications and STIs including HIV(18).
Nearly 70% of premature deaths among adults can be linked to behaviors that were initiated during adolescence. Unwanted pregnancy can be associated with higher likelihood of early motherhood, unsafe abortion, and other pregnancy-related complications of premarital sexual practice (1).Building on the knowledge and understanding of their own community, key stakeholders were invited to engage  in  the  design  and  implementation  of  a  participatory  action research project aimed at understanding and improving the health of rural adolescents(19).Youths in preparatory school are at high risk of STIs and SRH problems in Ethiopia. However, students did not perceive themselves at risk of STI/HIV infection though reports showed they were sexually active, had multiple sexual partners and reported symptoms of STI(20). Moreover, due to the fact that majority of higher education students and high school students are economically insecure, they are susceptible to economic incentives that can lead to higher risk sexual practices(21).
[bookmark: _Toc506196983][bookmark: _Toc507439856]Pre-marital sexual intercourse is more common among adolescents whose parents live in urban areas, those who receive higher pocket money per month, those who perceive low self-educational rank and those who live in rented houses(21).Early engagement in pre-marital sexual activity without having proper protection has been one of the concerns, which might be due to lack of inadequate education on their sexual and reproductive health and contraceptive use , access to health services and vulnerability to sexual abuse(22).Moreover, studies show that in Ethiopia, 60% of adolescents’ pregnancy is unwanted or unintended pregnancies resulted from unprotected sexual intercourse(22).Young people are a significant part of the labor force and form the backbone of any country’s economy. The health of young people is thus a key element for social and economic progress. Neglecting the sexual and reproductive health of young people can lead to high social and economic costs, both immediately and in the years ahead(23).There were several studies on prevalence and determinants of risky sexual practices in Ethiopia. However, none showed the magnitude and determinants at the national level. Thus, it is wise to plan to conduct a study in the area.  Many  literatures  suggest  that  the  individual,  family  and  peer  variables  have considerable  influence  on  the  sexual  behavior  of  the  youth and the Amhara region health bureau and Woreta administrative health office reported high number of premarital sexual practice. It is therefore very important to study the magnitude of premarital sex and the factors surrounding premarital sexual practice in the context of high school students. Therefore, this study  is proposed  to  assess  the magnitude of  premarital  sexual  practice and  associated  factors  in  high  school and preparatory school students  in woreta town , South Gondar zone of Ethiopia.

Minimize the burden of the community from various social impacts of the negative effect or results of premarital sexual practices. The study was given feasible or targeted recommendation for the health sector that may help to reduce premarital sexual practice among the study populations. It was also provided opportunity for the education sectors with strategies that may support them to be successful in creating enabling school environment for their students by minimize premarital sexual practice.

[bookmark: _Toc13862287][bookmark: _Toc13977722][bookmark: _Toc13862288][bookmark: _Toc13862289][bookmark: _Toc13977724][bookmark: _Toc13862290][bookmark: _Toc13977725][bookmark: _Toc13862291][bookmark: _Toc13977726][bookmark: _Toc13862292][bookmark: _Toc13977727]A study done in America high and middle school students showed that 22.5% were premarital  sexual practice (24).Study done in Nepal showed that 66.9% of adolescents were aware about the concept of safer sex and 9% adolescents had done premarital sexual practice(25)..A study conducted in Nigeria showed that among  45.8% were premarital sexual practice(26).A study conducted  in Yabello  town revealed that among  71.9%   were  practiced premarital sex(27).A study done in Nigeria on high school students showed that 32.9% perceived that  engaging in sex made them mature among peers and 24.7% did not perceive any danger in keeping multiple sexual partners while 15.3% would still engage in premarital sexual practice(28).

From those who ever engaged to oral sex and anal sex15.9% and 34.8% consistently used condom respectively(30)A study conducted in Jimma town  among preparatory students showed that, about 25% of the participants had premarital sex(9).

2.2.1 Socio demographic factors 
[bookmark: _Toc13862307][bookmark: _Toc13977742]Study done in Nepal showed that 88.7% of	 the respondents had no parent-child communication at home on matters related to risky sexual behaviour; the late aged adolescents were more sexually exposed than the middle aged adolescents; majority of sexually exposed adolescents	 were male, age categories were found as important factors for the premarital sexual practice(25).The study conducted in Nigeria  showed that whose ages between 16- 20 years were high risk sexual practice(28).
A cross-sectional study conducted in Jimma preparatory school students showed thatamong those adolescents who had premarital sexual  intercourse, the reason  for  initiation  was  falling  in  love  which  accounted  for  47.7%; revealed age; place of residency attending religious activity ; were some of the factors that  affect  premarital sexual practice(9).A study done in Woldia pointed out that not attending religious programs; were some of the  associated factors  with early sexual initiation(33)
[bookmark: _Toc13862308][bookmark: _Toc13977743]The institutional based cross-sectional study conducted in Lalibela high school students showed that having risky sexual behavior; permanent residence, was factors associated with risky sexual behaviors(34).A study done in shindi high school students among 22.7%  males and 15.5%  females were premarital sexual practice(35).A study conducted in Debre-Markos among secondary and preparatory school adolescent students, showed that being male, having pocket money adolescents who did not discuss sexual issue with close friends were some of the factors of premarital sexual health practice(1).
The study done in Debre Tabor high school students revealed that, youths who did not attend religious education having boy or girl friends and youths came from rural residing families were some of the factors for premarital sexual  practice(5).A study done in Arba Minch preparatory school students revealed that marital status, education and occupational status of the father, occupation of the mother were some of the factors for risky sexual behavior(39).A  study conducted in Jimma and Mizan-Amman preparatory school students showed thatamong those adolescents who had premarital sexual  intercourse,  mothers’  literacy  and  fathers literacy   were some of the factors that  affect  premarital sexual practice(9, 10)
2.2.2. Behavioral and social factors 
A study done in America high and middle school students showedthat 41% had experimented  cigarettes, 92.3%  had  consumed alcoholic  beverages,  8.% had  consumed some illegal drug, such as marihuana and 33.7% were informed using condom inconsistently; for these preseason’s  18.4%  reported  sexual intercourse after alcohol consumption, 5.8% after illegal drugs consumption and 40.0% had sexual relations with a little known person. Furthermore 36.1% had a pattern of risky behaviour for sexual and reproductive health(24).
[bookmark: _Toc15196140][bookmark: _Toc15563628][bookmark: _Toc13862313][bookmark: _Toc13977748][bookmark: _Toc15196139][bookmark: _Toc15563627][bookmark: _Toc13862310][bookmark: _Toc13977745][bookmark: _Toc13862311][bookmark: _Toc13977746]A study done in Nepal showed that  condom use  at first sexual exposure was found more among	 middle aged adolescents, peer pressure to have risky sexual behaviour(25).The study conducted in Nigeria  showed that  42.5%,  had the source of information  from movies, and 24.7%,  from the internet(28, 40)A study done in Arba Minch preparatory school students revealed that watching  pornographic  movies,  drinking  alcohol, using  hashish/shisha  and were some of the factors for risky sexual behavior(39).As study conducted in Dire Dawa high school students showed that whoever engaged in oral and anal sex, ever drinking alcohol, ever smoke shisha, and ever watching pornographic movies were some of the factors that affect sexual  practice(30).A study conducted in Mizan-Aman preparatory school showed that drinking alcohol, watching pornographic films were associated with premarital sexual practices. The reasons cited for the initiation of the first sexual intercourse were fall in love 38.2%, had desire 27.6%,rape 3.9%, peer pressure 10.6%, to get money/gifts 7.9% were drunk 2.6% and other 9.2% were factors that associated with sexual practice(10).
As study conducted in Arbaminch town high school students teen age pregnancy related not  knowing  the  exact  time  to  take  emergency contraceptives ,  substance  use living  with  either  of  biological parents and  poor  parent-daughter  interaction were factors  of  teenage pregnancy(31).A study done in Woldia pointed out that ; peer pressure; cigarette smoking; poor parental monitoring and exposure to pornographic materials were some of the  associated with early sexual initiation(33).The study conducted in Lalibela high school students showed that having risky sexual behavior; permanent residence, peer pressure, and substance uses were factors associated with risky sexual behaviors(34).
A study conducted in Debre-Markos among secondary and preparatory school adolescent students, showed that being male, having pocket money adolescents who did not discuss sexual issue with close friends and peer pressure were some of the factors of premarital sexual health practice(1).A study done in Bahir Dar private college students pointed that having multiple sexual partners, alcohol use, having a close friend started sexual intercourse, alcohol intake and frequency of visiting night clubs were some of the factors for risky sexual practice(40).The study done in Bahir Dar unmarried high school female students revealed that frequent watching of pornographic video, peer pressure and chewing khat were the  major  factors of  pre-marital sexual debut(37).The institutional based cross-sectional study done in Debre Tabor high school students revealed that the sexual intercourse was due to drinking alcohol every day and less than twice a week, watching pornography film  were some of the factors for premarital sexual health practice(5).

Stratified random sampling technique was used to select students. All regular students (secondary and preparatory) attending class at the time of the survey in woreta town secondary and preparatory schools were divided into different strata. Grade considered as strata. The number of students from each grade level according to their grade was identified by using the name and sex list of each section. Sections were selected by simple random sampling and select the total participants by using proportional allocation at each grade and using simple random sampling select the participants.

A structured self-administered questionnaire was used to collect data. The questionnaires was prepared first in English then in Amharic and translated back to English to check its consistency. From all respondents one hundred eighty nine (28.9%) had drunk alcohol, sixty nine (10.5%) chewed chat, seventy one (10.8%) had smoke cigarette, one hundred sixteen (17.7%) had watch pornographic film, forty three (20.7%) had use contraceptive method, sixteen (7.7%) had ever pregnant one hundred twenty seven (61.1%) used condom (table-2).

[bookmark: _Toc30560816]Two hundred eight (31.8%) 95%, CI 28.3, 35.5) of the participants had premarital sexual practice, one hundred twenty four (61.1%) first sex started at the age group of 15-19,one hundred one (48.6%)the relation of sexual partner with a friend ,one hundred one (48.6%) fall in love, one hundred thirty six (65.4%)had one sexual partner, one hundred fifty one (72.6%) done sexual inter course within 12 months (table 4)

6.5. Associated factors of premarital sexual intercourse
In binary logistic regression analysis sex ,grade level, religious participation, pocket money, alcohol consumption, peer pressure, watched pornographic film, chat chewing, cigarette smoking, communicated with mothers about sexual issues and communicated with friends about sexual issues were found candidate variables multivariate analysis at p<0.2.In multivariable analysis sex, grade level, religious participation, pocket money, alcohol consumption, watched pornographic film, communicated with friends about sexual issues and peer pressure were remaining significantly associated with premarital sexual practice at 0.05 level of significance
The odds of premarital sexual practice being females were 7 times higher than males (AOR=7.02, 95%CI, 4.13, 11.91). Grade 11 were 3 times (AOR=2.94, 95%CI, 1.57, 5.48) and grade 12 were 4 times higher than grade 9 (AOR=4.30, 95%CI, 2.35, 7.88).Not participated religious education 2 times higher than attended of religious education (AOR=2.39, 95%CI, 1.44, 3.95) who had pocket money 2 times higher than who had not pocket money (AOR=2.10, 95%CI, 1.33, 3.26). Who did drink alcohols were 4 times higher who did not taken alcohol (AOR=3.99, 95%CI, 2.39, 6.67).
Peer pressure were 6 times higher than had not peers (AOR=5.99, 95%CI, 2.78, 12.73).Participants who had watched pornographic films were 10 times higher than who did not watch pornographic film (AOR=9.83, 95%CI<4.60, 21.02).Who did communicate sexual issues with their friends were 2 times higher than not communicated sexual issues with their friends (AOR=2.29, 95%CI, 1.63, 3.2) table (5).

Proportion of adolescent who had premarital sexual practice was 31.8% with(95%CI: 28.3,35.5).The findings of this study was  in line with the previous studies conducted in Debre-Markos 31.1%(1), Bahir-Dar 30.8%,(37) and Adis-Zemen 32.6%(38),however the findings of this  study was lower than the studies conducted Yabelo 71.9%(27), Robe 51.9%(29).This disparity might be due to variations of the study area.
 In addition the findings of this study was higher than previous studies conducted in Jimma25%(95%12.2-15.3(9),Mizan-Aman25.5%(95%CI:8.3-11.5)(10),Alemata 21.1%(95%CI:-3.6-9.85)(4),Shindi 19%(95%CI-11.9-18.3)(35),Debre-tabor 22.5%(95%CI:19-21)(5).This might be due to poor health education about reproductive health risks, different associated factors and personal behavior. 
Being female higher premarital sexual practice than male the findings of this study was different from Nepal 1.4% (25),Shindi 2.8% (35),Debr-Markos 10.8% (1). This discrepancy might be due to early pubertal development, economic needs and hardships of gaining money gifts from parents, young females are less supervised after school if both parents work full time and make advantage of this opportunity for sexual activity.
Students who were grade 11&12 were more likely practice premarital sexual intercourse compared to those grade 9.The probable reseasons might be due to development of secondary sexual characteristics at puberty act as the individual had matured and ready for sexual activity. As they get older their sexual interest increase, they begin to have sex.
Not attending religious education was more likely exposed compared with their counter parts. It was reliable with studies from Debre-tabor (5), Bahir-Dar (37), Mizan-Aman (10).The possible reason could be religious institutions strongly thought respondents named religious beliefs, focused on the role of families in shaping a volunteer belief in religion. They teach premarital sex is a sin (hatiat), they teach also marriage to be Communion (Kurban). 
The study participants having pocket money high premarital sexual practice compare to the counter parts the findings was consistent with studies from Debre-Markos (1), Jimma (9).It might be due to financially equipped students could buy record, chewing gum coca cola, to be decorated and decorated with decorations to get their opposite friends.
Adolescents who drink alcohol were engaged in premarital sexual intercourse as compared to counter parts. This finding was in line with studies in Mizan-Aman (10), Debre-tabor (5).The possible explanation might be, when adolescent drink alcohol, his/her ability of self-controlling decrease and this may exposed to premarital sexual intercourse.
Watched pornographic film were more likely practiced premarital sexual intercourse as compared to those who do not watch it .There was in line with studies in, Mizan-Aman (10), Bahir-Dar (37), Debre-tabor (5).The reseasons might be due to the potential stimulation effect on sexual desires and its power to increased perceived pressure from sexual intercourse. Decrease their self-control and make them have sex.
The other predictor variable for premarital sexual intercourse was peer pressure. Those who were pressurized by their friends were more engaged with premarital sexual practice. It was consistent with studies from Nepal (25) Debre-Markos (1), Bahir-dar (37), Mizan-Aman (10).It might be due to that peer in adolescent is an important factor to influence personality and behavioral change(1). Peers want to have sex so they are not afraid it especially because it looks like a refreshing thing for a sexual partner. It might be doing sex before marriage can be viewed by peers as an adventure.
 Other positive predictor variable was having discussion sexual issues with close friend. Those who did discussions with their close friends were more likely engaged with premarital sexual inter course. It was different from studies from Debre-Markos (1).It might due to sensitivity of sexual issues, the topic of the discussion is motivated by sex especially if the friend has had previous sexual experience. If friend does not have a good understanding of reproductive health, they will not discuss reproductive health problems well. Or it might be their discussion is about the goodness of sex and how they treat a sexual partner.

8. Weakness of the study
It was good if the data collection tools were triangulated with the qualitative data collection techniques like in-depth interview. Since the nature of this study is sensitive, reporting errors and biases can’t be controlled.

In this study medium prevalence of premarital sexual practice has been reported.
Sex, grade level, Not attending religious education, pocket money, alcohol drinkers, watching pornography film, peer pressure and discussion sexual issues with close friend were factors that affect premarital sexual practice. Community and school health interventions are needed to reduce the premarital sexual practice among high school and preparatory school students.

· Federal ministry of Education and Ministry of Health policy makers must provide reproductive health education to secondary and preparatory school students.
· The entire education community should closely monitored and female reproductive club should be established and give special attention to female students.
·  At the school level education should be made about the seriousness of alcohol, pornography and its consequences. 
· It is best if parents buy their boys/girls what they need instead of giving pocket money.
· Parents should have to encourage their boys/girls to attend religious education alongside their formal education.
·  Parents and school community should advice that students should not discuss sexual issues discuss only education when dealing with their peers.
·  Woreta town administrative education and health office must jointly coordinate with school administration to provide reproductive health clubs at the school level.
·  So the school community and respective health sector need to strengthen school health program and clubs to give awareness about identified risks of premarital sex.
