To do so meant maintaining an objective stance, a position of
distance from the scene of action that would allow them to see and
state the truth about people and events. If they were successful in
doing so, they would, by extension, manage to capture the sense
of an entire age. They could find the essence of a period, the
worldview that would unlock the meaning of that period’s literature,
art, politics, social behavior, and the rest. In looking at the broad
sweep of history, they viewed the narratives as being linked to one
another in a causal sequence that, it was assumed, would carry the

world forward in a positive, progressive manner.
