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2.16. Literature gap 

Limited availability of information on the Ethiopian cycling sportswear is the observed incomplete 

gap during the literature study. The shortage of written document on the production process for 

cycling sport is also considered as a challenge to have full understanding and comparison on its 

properties. Most articles are written for only for cycling rules and some other bicycle hard ware 

aspects. It is difficult to address all important areas of the research, because of the reason that 

available articles do not describe this research related issues.
